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Trials and Tribulations of a
Wars of the Roses Projeaty Andy

Ever since | acquired the first edition of Bloody Barons, | wanted to refight all the
scenarios in order. When | bought the new version as a pdf, | was determined to carry
this through as | had already played a test game of First St Albans at the Liverpool Club
and was impressed with how much the new rules gelled with my idea of how a late
medieval battle should look, given the organisation and tactics of the time.

| also like the cocept of the unit on a single base, so mulled this over and came up with
the following ideas: use a 120mm wide x 40mm deep TtS irregularly shaped base
holding around twenty mixed missile and melee weapon figures and a 7mm dice holder.

Pike units would béenser packed with no missile figures. The battle commanders

would be on circular bases, 40mm for foot and 50mm for mounted. There should be two
or three banners/standards on a command base. Many, although not all, of my original
WotR figures acquired beten 1985 and about 2005, were brought with me to the
Netherlands and | decided to supplement these with Peter Pig and Ancient and Modern
figures. There was also a possibility to use some of the plastic figures from the Joan of
Arc game. The next considei@at was how to differentiate unit status and casualties.

needed to use standard acrylics for certain things, notably metal, and flesh and white
material highlights.For the bases | copied the method used bgrsof Eagles of

Empire (28mm FPW and First Schleswig War). This involves applying white glue to the
base, then topping with sand, grit and small pebbles. After thoroughly drying, paint the
basewith Woodland Scenics Earth Undercoat. | also add a little BEMAe paint on my
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palette, and thin it a little with water. This ensures the paint penetrates béteeen
sand/grit mixture and also helps fix the grit to the base. Next, | dry brush the base. For
preference | use a Green Stuff World acrylic called WhapeBeige. Next patches of

static grass are added, and then various tufts.

Not much in the way of tribulations | hear you say. Much of this emanated from
attaching flags. The most straightforward way to do this was to use paper flags. There
are two advariges to these. Firstly, they are fairly easy to attach to the pajeneral
purpose glue allows for a bit of sliding to get them to match obverse and reverse as
closely as possible. It is then very easy to produce a blowing in the wind effect. The
secom advantage is that it is very easy to paint over any wduliges that are showing.

The best of these are from Pete's flags on ebay, but the selection is very limited. The PP
generic ones are good and fit the PP standard poles very well, but not asouseful
historicalcommanders. | wish | had paid more attention to what is available from
Ancient and Modern and will probabigturn to these. The main problem | faced was
self-adhesive flags. | bought these for two reasons. Some of the nobles | wantétl weren
available in paper. Some paper flag sheets had too many different nobles on them such
that this would have led to an expensive waste. However, beirgddedtive these flags

are problematical in a number of ways. There is no wiggle room when wrajpimg t
around the pole. If you misalign them, they remain misaligned. The flag can tend to peel
away from its sticky backing, leaving a wafer thin, very fragile flag. After a couple of
mishaps, including the complete destruction of the Duke of York's staridzauhe up

with a couple of ways to solve the problem. If the flag comes away with its sticky
backing intact, or if it ends up wafer thin with no sticky backing, then stick it to a piece
of printer paper and cut it out as if it is a paper flag. This &asdsa couple of disasters.
However, in future | am simply going to photocopy these agffesive monsters and

treat them as paper flags. The other problem is that these flags are printed on a shiny,
plasticlike paper (shades of Blue Peter) which makestipg the white edges difficult.

Once that problem was dealt with, | had to consider terrain and mats. This is a matter of
personal preference, but fortunately | had acquired some of the plastic Joan of Arc boxes
with rather nice buildings, tents, wagonrees, bushes, walls etc, and the siege box
containing a castle, some defenders, siege machines and artillery. The mat is a thin
fleece one from Geek Villain, which means hills can be formed underneath. It is not
marked with a grid, but | can overconmstusing bushes, rocks;dhaped walls and

hedges to demarcate grid areas.

5. Glue the item to the vatte, building, whatever using diluted PVA (woodworking
glue but used by modellers for lots of things.)

6. Touch up with paint where/if required.
7. Add a protective layer of matt or gloss varnish or dilute PVA, which goes on white

An important part of RFCM games is the template system. These are pieces of area
terrain that denote where woods, buildings, hills and rough groenohahe table. They
are typically 120x60 or some slight wvar
and then have scenery items like buildings and trees placed upon them. These can then
be moved to one side to allow troops to be placed wittarscenery.

There are commercial versions of these templates, most notably from S&A Scenics
which are lovely. At the lower end of the scale one can used suitably coloured felt.

Plush foam is an odd material, available from craft stores like Hobby Craft in the UK. It
comes in sheets 120x80 which is ideal f

these could be left as they are. To the left you could use the off cuts as road pieces
without further work and is certainly an economicalyweé producing a set of templates

and road system for very little outlay.

However, with very little effort these templates can be made to look a little bit nicer.
School grade PVA glue, a few different shades of flock, some sand, twigs and a few
small stors from your garden and your set.

Being tacky it helps t
seal the flock onto the foam and once dry (after 20 minutes or so), does an excellent job
of prevetting any of the flock shedding.

This is the basis for all of the templates. A consequence of cutting the templates to size
is a 120 long strip of the foam |l eft ov
cut the strip down to 4cm wadbefore adding a thin line of pva down each side of the
strip and a broken line down the middle.
