The initial game scenario creation made the Parthians the attacker. In addition, the

The Romans have deployed in a tight formation. This is due to their fewer units.
The Parthians also grouped their hard hitting cavalry in their centre. The remainder of
the Parthian zones were full of skirmishers and levy city militia.

The scenery consisted of 1 building, 1 wood, 1 obstructed, 1 rough hill and 2 gentle
hills.

It got moved a bit from the initial corner deployments. Scenery tends to stay on the
flanks in CK (although gentle hills can move into the middle).

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Initial Parthian deployment (above)

The Parthians grouped their 5 cataphract units into their two central deployment zones.
The zone is fully stacked,

It has 3 armoured cataphract units, a skirmish unit and a general.

The rough hill on the picture ;eft is about to be mounted by 3 units of auxiliary militia
and a foot skirmish unit. The zone partially visible at the right can easily move on to the
gentle hill to their front.

The small, coloured tabs are battle tactic markers. Only propeisiianish) units can

hold them.
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Initial Roman deployment (above)

The Romans have deployed into 3 very strong Zones.

The downside of this is that they have given up both flanks.
Notice that the units can be laid out in any part of their zones.
The player is a general not captain.
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The battle after half way through (above)

This view from the Roman side.

A= Roman units holding the base edge having been forced back by morale.
B=Quality Roman units holding the battle line having rebuffed a couple of Parthian
charges.

C=Late arriving auxiliaries giving support to A and B.

D=Advancing Romans that have over extended. That will hurt them later. Notice that
the Parthians are behind them and in front of them. Bad.

E= Weak flank Roman units.

At this point in the game the Roman line is gettimgrrow. This has allowed the
Parthian city militia to the left of this picture have total control of their part of the table.
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Roman Zones (above)

A closer look at the figures on the table.

Notice that units start the game at strength 3 bases. Skirmishers start the game with
strength 2 bases.

Parthian cavalry can be seen at upper left and far upper right.

The yellow band in the top right corner shows Roma legions that have advanced far too
quickly, led on by withdrawing Parthians.
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Absence on the Roman left flank (above)

The whole of the right hand 2 table columns (there are 6 columns in the whole table) are
held by Parthian militia.

The Romans have not opposed the Parthian militia. Roman troops could beat them easil
but were needed in the Roman centre. Troops who occupy a zone also count as holdin
the zones behind their advance too.

The marker zone has 3 Roman legionary units in it.

These markers are home made. Warbases MDF slips painted and labelled.

They are activated by a roll of 3,4,5,6. Once used they are lost. A battle tactic applies to
the whole zone not just the unit deploying it.

The End

At the battle end the Parthians held many more zones.

Addi tional l vy, the Parthians had kill ed
death added to the Parthian victory points. The Parthians picked up another 3 points for
using levy in their army.

Overall, a massive Parthian victory. Well done to lan and Andy as Parthians.
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
